RECORD BOOK GUIDELINES

FOR CLUB & COUNTY CHECK

· Clubs must use the (Overall Record Book Check( Sheet - Club Level to check record books.

· Adults may not evaluate their own child(s record books.

· 4-H members may not check any record books and are not allowed to attend county record book check night.

· Consider the age, ability and opportunities of the youth.

· When checking a record book, you do not need to be knowledgeable in that project area.  The record book should explain the project and what happed that year.

· When reading project stories or goals and problems, look for what was learned, the problems encountered, etc.  There should be a story line.  Obviously everyone would like to win a blue ribbon at the fair, and although this is a good accomplishment, it is not all that is considered for record book awards.

· Books should be neatly done and with complete information.

· Each project should show evident of achievement beyond the bare minimum.

· Whenever possible, write comments back to the youth, in a constructive manner.  

· Members in grades 9 and over who have a score of 65 and over must be sent to the Extension Office for county award consideration.

· When checking books nominated for specific projects, consider project materials related to that project and other non-project areas, (i.e. Club Story, Permanent Record, Member Evaluation sheet, etc.)
