· New Exhibit Building (now known as “Kenny Hines Memorial Building”) –the projects in this building will be the same as last year. Jr. Plant & Soil, Explorers and Cloverbuds, Knitting & Crocheting, Home Furnishing, Child Development and School Exhibits.  

· It is the exhibitor’s (or parent’s) responsibility to read through regulations found on pages 15-20. Other animal health rules found on pages 20-29. 

· Any changes or new items are listed in italics.
· Be sure to watch 4-H Informant for updates on fair info!

JUNIOR FAIR ENTRY FORM INFORMATION (Departments 1J through 34J)
· Please have youth use the entry form that has their name on it.  

· 4-H members can enter ONLY those classes that correspond with their project number. Project numbers are printed next to project names at the top of your form.
· Please check over entries for accuracy before returning them to the Extension Office. We can make a copy of the entry forms for you so no staples please.
· 4-H Associate members are ineligible to exhibit in the Junior Fair.

· Junior Fair exhibits must be raised, grown or made by the exhibitor or will be disqualified.
· Junior Fair non-animal exhibits must be a result of work completed after September 1st of year preceding the fair, unless specifically stated otherwise. No exhibit may be entered that is the result of a required academic school class assignment except in special classes indicated.

· Junior Fair exhibitors are limited to one entry per lot number unless otherwise stated in specific department rules. No exhibitor shall compete against themselves except in-group or herd classes.

· All Animal exhibitors be sure to fill in the premise id number on your entry form.

DEPARTMENT – CLASS – LOT – what’s the difference?


DEPARTMENT – 4-H (or Junior Fair) ends with the letter “J” (1J, 7J, 27J)

(Open Class begins with numbers starting in the hundreds - 101, 107, 127)

CLASS – is a letter of the alphabet (Class A, Class B, etc.)

LOT – is a number (lot 1, 7, 10, 33 etc.)

DESCRIPTION – follows the Lot number (Heifer Calf, Four pictures of people, Oatmeal Raisin cookies or Any Other Exhibit)

JUNIOR FAIR FEES

· THERE IS A $5.00 JUNIOR FAIR ENTRY FEE DUE WITH EVERY MEMBERS FAIR ENTRY FORM FOR 2016. Cloverbuds who are 7 years old and younger at the start of the fair, on August 11th, 2016 are exempt from paying the fee, all others pay the fee. 
· FFA students who are also in a 4-H club, must indicate on their FFA form which 
4-H club they belong to and if they are exhibiting in 4-H also, then they don't have to pay for FFA. If they are not making an entry in 4-H then the $5 fee will be collected from each FFA member through their FFA entry, given to their advisor.
· The Junior Fair Fee entitles each 4-H or FFA member to a Junior Fair season pass. 

·  Your club or chapter must write one single check for all those participating payable to “Pierce County Fair”. Club Members will write their check out to the club. 

*Absolutely no entry forms will be accepted without the per person fee.*

· Please give the attached “Dairy Show Catalog” information form to those in your club who will be exhibiting dairy. 
· Members need to indicate the name, birth date, sire and dam of their fair animals on this form and ATTACH IT TO THEIR FAIR ENTRY FORM.
· This information will be used to complete the 4-H Dairy Show program catalog.  

· Members need to fill out and sign and date the “Notice to All Dairy Exhibitors” form and ATTACH IT TO THEIR FAIR ENTRY FORM

· On page 19 of the Fair Book you will find the ethics and show ring policy listed. PLEASE READ THIS IMPORTANT POLICY!

LITTLE DAIRYMEN, BEEFER, HOPPER, SHEPHERD, LITTLE GOAT HERDER, AND/OR CHICKEN LITTLE ENTRIES

· Indicate these “Little” entries on the open class entry form found on page 13 of fair book. You can include this open class form with your “Little” projects on it with your 4-H form and turn them in together to UWEX by June 10th, 2016 if you would like. OR take the open form only to the fair office by June 22nd, 2016.  All 
4-H forms are due by June 10 and to the UW Extension office only.
DO NOT PUT YOUR “Little” entries on your 4-H form. Use the open form on page 13.
· Animals must be brought to the Fair and vet checked on entry day and stay throughout the Fair.  
· Include these animals in your pen numbers which are due July 20th, 2016.

FAIR TIME

· Parking restrictions before Fair starting Monday – watch signage and barricades. Yes-this applies to you and not just everyone else! Safety first has to be a priority.

· Parking restrictions during the Fair may be enforced with little or no warning. Necessary for the safety of exhibitors and Fairgoers. We don’t enjoy this anymore than anyone else, but may be necessary so your cooperation is greatly appreciated.  

· Animal exhibitors – recheck all weigh-in times, show times & load out times – they may have changed.

· Fairgrounds map provided on page 10 of Fairbook.

· Items in new exhibit building (Kenny Hines Building) in 2015 will be the same for 2016.
· If you bring animals to Fair should only be brought in through the East Gate.  Exiting Fairgrounds w/trailers needs to be out the North exit only gate.

· All animal exhibitors will need to have completed an “Animal ID + Check-In Information” form to bring with them to fair prior to be allowed to unload. This form will be sent out later from 4-H. 
· All animals need to be vet checked.

· Swine/sheep/goats unload at Drewiske barn on North side.

· Dairy & beef unload only in center of Arena barn & not at side doors.

OPEN CLASS INFORMATION (Departments 101-128)

Open Class entries should be returned to the Pierce County Fair Office located in the Seyforth Building. (Due date for these entries are June 22nd, 2016 and by postmark or in person NO later than 4:30 p.m. PLEASE DO NOT PUT OPEN CLASS ENTRIES ON A JUNIOR FAIR FORM OR VICE VERSA.
‌Rules regarding dual entry in Open and Junior - In sheep, goat, poultry and rabbit, an animal cannot be entered in the Open Division (except the “Little” classes) if that same animal is entered in the Junior Division at the current Pierce County Fair.  In dairy and beef an animal can be entered in the Open Division if that same animal is entered in the Junior Division at the current Pierce County Fair with these special restrictions:  
A.  You must notify the superintendent at time of check-in that this animal is being shown in the Junior Division. 
B.  You will not be eligible for premiums in the Open Division on these animals.  
C.  When reporting stalling information, do not include stalls for the same animal in both the Junior and Open areas. Report the number of stalls in either Junior or Open but not in both.
· Open Class dairy entries are only for registered animals, except where specifically indicated otherwise. No grade dairy, beef bulls, boars, or rams are eligible for entry. All animals must be controlled or will not be allowed to show.
· Open Class exhibits must be raised, grown or made by the exhibitor or will be disqualified.

· Open Class exhibitors are limited to one entry per lot number unless otherwise stated in specific department rules. No exhibitor shall compete against themselves except in-group or herd classes.

· Open Class Expands to Other Counties - You are eligible to exhibit in the Open Class Division at the Pierce County Fair if you are a resident of Pierce, St. Croix, Dunn or Pepin County. In Open Class Division, the Fair Office, if necessary, reserves the right to limit number of entries based on space availability to the “out of Pierce County exhibitors” by entry postmark date. 
Completed JR. Fair Entries are turned in by the CLUB LEADER with ONE check for fair entry fees by 4:30 p.m., June 10th, 2016. 
Early entry drop-off is encouraged and greatly appreciated!!
